relative decharismatization of the center, the weakening, not only of the organizational but also
symbolic boundaries of the nation-state, the increasing importance of transnational languages,
may weaken the overall civic or national identity, while at the same time more dispersed regio-
nal or “ethnic” identities may become reinforced. The relations between the more internally
and externally oriented sectors in these states may also become attenuated.
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
